There’s an old country song I remember hearing as a child 
when my dad or mom would play music in the house. The 
artist was Eddy Arnold and the song was Make the World Go 
Away. 
 

Some days I find myself humming that song as the craziness 
of the world seems elevated. Another day, another act of 
violence in the City of Chicago or some other region of the 
country. The news trucks hurry to the scene and spend the 
next few days reporting that latest tragedy. The politicians 
soon follow the news; some want to address core issues, but 
others are intent on using the most recent episode to play 
politics and score some political points. 
 

How tempting it is to just sing “Make the World Go Away.” 
 

As Christian disciples, however, we cannot simply pray the 
world away. The reality is we are all significant instruments 
the Lord desires to use to manifest His kingdom on earth. We 
live side by side with neighbors who might not care one iota 
about Jesus, or the Church, or neighbor. We also know there 
are times we find ourselves sliding away from the Lord and 
toward the ways of the world. We are tempted to react with 
violence toward the violent. 
 

Ponder these words of Thomas Merton: 
 

“Merely to resist evil with evil by hating those who hate us 
and seeking to destroy them, is actually no resistance at all. It 
is active and purposeful collaboration in evil that brings the 
Christian into direct and intimate contact with the same source 
of evil and hatred which inspires the acts of his enemy. It 
leads in practice to a denial of Christ and to the service of 
hatred rather than love.” 
 

In other words, beware of being dragged into the mud. We 
have every right to speak out about injustice from a Christian 
perspective, not merely responding to the problems from a 
purely secular perspective. After all, there is an objective 
reason an act like murder is wrong. Not because we as human 
beings say it is wrong. We appeal to a Higher Court than any 
earthly court. God gave us this law. It is the Fifth 
Commandment – you shall not murder. Seems pretty clear, 
and yet, far too many folks have tuned out the wisdom of the 
divine. 
 

What can we do to address the senseless violence of our city 
and beyond? We start by taking personal responsibility. We 
also need to be engaging our faith: a life of prayer, reception 
of the sacraments, performing the works of mercy, and 
reading/pondering Sacred Scripture. We are also challenged to 
avoid a life of sin and pursue a life of virtue. 
 

Are weapons part of the problem? Yes, but the real weapon is 
the human heart devoid of love. Guns don’t decide to kill 
people. Knives don’t decide to kill people. Tanks don’t decide 
to kill people. Rifles don’t decide to kill people. We humans 
do! And that needs to be addressed and talked about by our 
politicians, church leaders, and civil leaders. 
 

Lord, may the world go Your Way. 
 
The Real Presence 
 

Thousands of Catholics from across the country will gather in 
Indianapolis for a unifying National Eucharistic Congress in 
July 2024. This is the first NEC in this country since 1976. 
 

Folks will journey on pilgrimage to Indiana to gather and to 
encounter Jesus personally in the Eucharist. They will then be 
sent back home ON MISSION to their respective parish. 
 

This is an important event in the life of the Church. Sadly, a 
recent poll revealed that 75 percent of Catholics do not 
believe in the True Presence of Christ in the Eucharist. This 
fact shocked me when I first heard it. Something has gone 
astray. 
 

The Church has always believed in the Real Presence. At 
Holy Mass, through the words of consecration and the power 
of the Holy Spirit, ordinary bread and wine becomes the Body 
and Blood of Christ.  
 

May we be determined to rediscover the great gift of the 
Eucharist. We pray that the 2024 event is successful. Jesus 
didn’t leave us His Body and Blood so that we could be 
indifferent. He gives us His Body and Blood for our salvation, 
and that we be spiritually nourished and strengthened to be 
His disciples here on earth.

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“‘And behold, I [Jesus] am with you always, until the end of the age.’”  
(Matthew 28:20) 

 

During the initial weeks of the pandemic, now more than two years ago, a variety of mottos emerged. “We’re all in this 
together,” “Heroes work here,” and “[City name] strong,” are the three expressions, which I remember hearing or 
reading most frequently. Other phrases, such as “flatten the curve,” “social distance,” and “shelter in place,” served as 
early mantras, repeated numerous times, to provide some direction at the outset of an unprecedented event. I mention 
these words not to evoke bad memories but as examples of concise phrases, which are readily recognizable. We hear in 
the Gospel for this Sixth Sunday of Easter another phrase, which also could be a mantra and which I remember being 

expressed early in the pandemic but has much older, more transcendental roots: “‘Do not let your hearts be troubled or 
afraid.’” (John 14:27) 
 

That particular teaching, “‘Do not let your hearts be troubled or afraid,’” (John 14:27) comes from our Lord as He speaks to His 
Apostles during the Last Supper. Prior to this summary, Jesus first teaches, “‘Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. 
Not as the world gives do I give it to you.’” (John 14:27) The exhortation, “‘Do not let your hearts be troubled or 
afraid,’” (John 14:27) is a type of preventative or tranquilizing command and it is possible because of the gift of God’s peace, 
which Jesus offers to His Apostles. What makes this occasion for the imparting of divine peace and the application of it to our 
hearts, that we not “‘be troubled or afraid,’” so significant is that Jesus offers this gift during the Last Supper, shortly before He 
and the Apostles will depart for the Garden of Gethsemane.  
 

Divine peace governing the heart will be vital when what Jesus reveals comes to pass: “‘You have heard me tell you, “I am going away 
and I will come back to you.” If you loved me, you would rejoice that I am going to the Father; for the Father is greater than I. And 
now I have told you this before it happens, so that when it happens you may believe.”’” (John 14:28-29) With a twofold view, Jesus is 
preparing His Apostles for His Passion and Death, which will be accomplished within the next few hours when some of Jesus’ other 
words during the Last Supper also unfold: “‘Then Jesus said to them, ‘This night all of you will have your faith in me shaken, for it is 
written: “I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock will be dispersed”; but after I have been raised up, I shall go before you to 
Galilee.’” (Matthew 26:31-32) Later, Jesus’ beneficent command “‘Do not let your hearts be troubled or afraid,’” (John 14:27) will 
be all the more relevant as He ascends into Heaven and to the right hand of the Father. These events, similar to the pandemic, 
were unprecedented in the Apostles’ experience, with only the deaths and sudden ascensions of the Prophet Elijah and possibly 
the early figure Enoch as similar historical references. (Both of these men still depended upon the redemptive work of Christ, 
though, not their own righteousness for salvation.) Jesus, knowing what He will accomplish, knowing the perception that evil 
had triumphed with His condemnation and Death, and knowing the testing of the human heart with sadness and despair in the 
face of evil, prepares His Apostles accordingly and offers this exhortation and the gift of divine peace to us. 
 

Without quoting our Lord, Sts. Paul and Barnabas, along with Silas and Barsabbas, manifest the peace of God and tranquil hearts as 
they petition for a resolution to questions about the conversion of Gentiles to the Christian faith, namely, whether the practices of the 
Mosaic Law of Judaism were necessary. In what is often considered to be the first ecumenical council, the first gathering of the 
bishops, in this case the Apostles and some of the faithful, (cf. Acts 15:1-21) they determine that most of the practices of the Mosaic 
Law are no longer necessary. Aside from the explicit content of the council’s decision, implicitly present are Jesus’ words and gift, 
“‘Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I give it to you. Do not let your hearts be troubled 
or afraid,’” (John 14:27) which govern the faithful in this period of uncertainty. Had Sts. Paul and Barnabas or the Apostles 
been anxious and rash in the hearts, that is, not characterized by God’s peace, how easily could the early Church have 
disintegrated or experienced even more laborious efforts in the Lord. Being a Catholic, being a disciple of our Lord, 
cooperating with the Holy Spirit in our daily life and decision, are all occasions to be governed by God’s peace and tranquil 
hearts. 
 

Do you remember previously hearing this verse, “‘Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I 
give it to you. Do not let your hearts be troubled or afraid,’”? (John 14:27) Have you experienced God’s peace when the 
circumstances seemed overwhelming and beyond your control?
